Adjusting Image Contrast using Auto Color, Auto Contrast, Auto Levels and Levels
Download the three files from the highlandtechnology.org website Files page for this assignment (statue.jpg, walking.jpg and snow_leopard.jpg).  Put them into your LASTNAME_CORRECTIONS folder.
Open each file into Photoshop.  Make Four duplicates of each and label them:  “Statue_Auto_Color,” “Statue_Auto_Contrast, “Statue_Auto_Levels” and “Statue_Levels.”  For each picture, substitute the picture name as the title of the file.  
Please execute the command as labeled and attempt to improve the quality of the picture as best you can (especially with the Levels command).  Save each picture to your CORRECTIONS folder.
Using the “Public Domain Images” source page from highlandtechnology.org, locate 4 different pictures from the internet (1 from each of the following categories) THAT REQIRE some contrast correction.  Save the originals and the corrected versions to your LASTNAME_CORRECTIONS folder. 

Four Categories of pictures:

· A picture of a person or a person’s face.

· A picture of an animal or an insect.

· A picture of a landscape.

· A picture of a building or piece of machinery.

This assignment will be due before the end of next class.  Students will put a copy of their LASTNAME_CORRECTIONS Folder in my drop box.   
Your folder should contain a total of 35 different pictures:

· 7 original pictures

· 7 pictures modified with Auto Color

· 7 pictures modified with Auto Contrast

· 7 pictures modified with Auto Levels and

· 7 pictures modified with the Levels command.

You will receive 1 point for each of the required files that you have submitted.  Total= 35 Points
